Under the expert tutelage of Glenn Maddox and Jen Barnes -

Maddox, students learned the basics on six new laptops 

purchased with grant funds, and enjoyed the convenience of 

the churchõs wireless internet connection, set up by Tev 

Sanders.  Seemingly undisturbed by the occasional (inevitable) 

systems glitch, they practiced drag and drop techniques with the (potentially addictive) Solitaire 

program; set up an e -mail account; sent messages and photos to friends; paid a virtual visit to the 

Chesterfield County Public Library; and ògoogledó information on subjects of personal interest.  In a 

follow -up interview, one participant stated that she has already been added to Centralõs e-mail list 

and that she looks forward to helping the anemic economy by shopping online.  
   

While for some, technological expertise is a way to enrich life, for others it is a necessity demanded 

by an ever more competitive job market.  For those in our community who cannot afford the cost of 

computer training, Centralõs new ministry may well open doors to additional employment 

opportunities.  It is a practical way to meet the needs of our neighbors and to be good stewards of 

our talents and equipment.
