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In our July business meeting, Central Baptist Church approved the commencement of a  

discernment process  through which we will make some very important decisions regarding our 

present and future  ministries and mission.  This process will include a feasibility study regarding 

our readiness to start a capital campaign.  This discernment process/study will be led by Dr. Bill 

Wilson, President of the Center for Congregational Health  (which is associated with the Wake 

Forest University Baptist Medical Center) and former President of the Baptist General Association 

of Virginia (BGAV).  The decision to bring in an òoutsideó 

consultant was made so that the person guiding us through 

the study would have an objective perspective.  There will also 

be a leadership team made up of laypeople that help guide the 

process.  The study will last between 4 and 6 months.  
    

The cost of this process/study is $10,000 over the 4 -6 month 

time period.  The congregation also made the decision during 

the July business meeting to collect a special offering to help 

pay for the study.  We have received gifts or pledges of 

approximately $3,500 toward that goal so far.  If you  would 

like to make a contribution toward this important discernment 

process, please note òstudyó on your envelope or in the òfor 

lineó of your check.
